	Explanation of usage titles :

Main Title (MT):  Music used at beginning or start of the production

End Title (ET): Music used at en of production, usually while end credits are rolling

Theme: (T) As both of the above and often re-ocurring throught the production

Visual Instrumental (VI): Also known as diagetic. Music that is part of the scene and story such as a band or musicians playing, a juke box or disco – night club etc. that has no vocals.

Visual Vocal (VV): As above but with vocals

Background Instrumental (BI): Also known as non-diagetic. Incidental music that is not part of the scene or story, but is used to enhance the emotion of the scene for the benefit of the viewer

Background Vocal (BV): As above but with vocals

Commercial Jingle (CJ): Music used to advertise a product or service

Trailer (TR): Music used to advertise or promote a visual production
